Tema 3. O6pa3oBanune

It was established in 1930 in Troitsk, Russia, aka The Ural State
Academy of Veterinary Medicine (the USAVM) till 2015.

Now it is a four-stored building. It has well equipped lecture
rooms, laboratories. You can find a good library in the main building.
There is also the FREE computer center including PCs, almost high-
speed Internet and wireless connection/Wi-Fi. There are alot of
museums, such as museum of History of the Institute, museum of Chair
of Biology and Ecology, museum of Chair of Anatomy, museum of
Chair of Pathological Physiology and Anatomy and a large sports
center. There are two departments at the Institute: Veterinary Medicine
and Biotechnology. More than 4000 students study at the Institute
including extra-mural students, all of them become qualified specialists.
There are 19 chairs with 188 full time teachers including 19 doctors 73
candidates of science at the Institute.

The training course lasts 4 years for bachelor. The curriculum for
the first and the second-year students includes such subjects as
Mathematics, Physics, Chemistry, Foreign language and others.
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Specialization, as a rule, begins in the third year.

Tema 4. Yue6a B HHCTUTYTE

The academic year starts on the first of September and is over in
the middle of June, it is divided into two terms. During the terms all the
students have to attend lectures and seminars, have to work in the
laboratories. At the end of each term the students take their credit test
sand examinations.

Already in the first-year students join students scientific societies.
There they work on those subjects, which they care for. There are a lot
of extra classes, courses and clubs not only for studies but for fun too.
One of the most popular activities is Club of the smart and the merry.
Some students get scholarship or grant.

Our University has a post-graduate course. The young people who
successfully graduate from the University can take a post-graduate
course. They must pass examination in special subjects, philosophy and
a foreign language.

Those post-graduate students who want to combine scientific
research with their work may take an extra-mural post-graduate course.

Students usually live in the hostel or rent a room, or live with the
family.

Our University keeps the close contacts with the farms of our
region. The students have their practical training in spring, summer and
autumn there. Some smart students have internship abroad every year.

Tema 5. Poccust

The Russian Federation is the largest country in the world. It
occupies about one seventh of the Earth surface. It covers the eastern
part of Europe and the northern part of Asia. Its total area is about 17
million square kilometers. The country is washed by 12 seas of 3
oceans: the Pacific, the Arctic and the Atlantic. In the south Russia
borders on China, Korea, Kazakhstan, Georgia and Azerbaijan. In the
west it borders on Norway, Finland, the Baltic States, Belorussia, the
Ukraine. It also has a sea border with USA.

There is hardly a country in the world where such a variety of
scenery and vegetation can be found. We have steppes in the south,
plains and forests in the midland, tundra and taiga in the north,
highlands and deserts in the east.

There are two great plains in Russia: the Great Russian Plain and
the West Siberian Lowland. There are several mountain chains on the
territory of the country: the Urals, the Caucasus, the Altai and others.
The largest mountain chain, the Urals, separates Europe from Asia.

There are over two million rivers in Russia. Europe's biggest river,
the Volga, flows into the Caspian Sea. The main Siberian rivers - the
Ob, the Yenisei and the Lena - flow from the south to the north. The
Amur in the Far East flows into the Pacific Ocean.

Russia is rich in beautiful lakes. The world's deepest lake (1,600
metres) is lake Baikal. It is much smaller than the Baltic Sea, but there
IS much more water in it than in the Baltic Sea. The water in the lake is
so clear that if you look down you can count the stones at the bottom.

Russia has one-sixth of the world's forests. They are concentrated
in the European north of the country, in Siberia and in the Far East.

On the vast territory of the country there are various types of
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climate, from arctic in the north to subtropical in the south. In the
middle of the country the climate is temperate and continental.

Russia is very rich in oil, coal, iron ore, natural gas, copper, nickel
and other mineral resources.

Russia is a parliamentary republic. The head of state is the
President. The legislative power is exercised by the Duma.

The capital of Russia is Moscow. It is its largest political,
scientific, cultural and industrial centre. It is one of the oldest Russian
cities. At present, the political and economic situation in the country is
rather complicated. There are a lot of problems in the national economy
of the Russian Federation. The industrial production is decreasing. The
prices are constantly rising, the rate of inflation is very high. People are
losing their jobs because many factories and plants are going bankrupt.

But in spite of the problems Russia is facing at present, there are a
lot of opportunities for this country to become one of the leading
countries in the world. I'm sure that we, the younger generation, can do
very much to make Russia as strong and powerful as it used to be.

Tema 6 Kpynusie ropoaa Poccun.

I live in Russia, which is the world's largest country. Of course, on
the extensive territory of this country there are many big and small
cities, towns, villages and other settlements. Some of them are very old,
with unique history and traditions. Others are relatively new, but rapidly
developing. And today | am going to write about the largest cities of
Russia. They are located in various parts of our vast country, sometimes
thousands kilometers from each other, and of course each of them has
its own visage and spirit. The second largest city of our country is Saint
Petersburg. It is often called the second, cultural or northern capital of
Russia. Its population is three times less — about 5 million people.
Although St. Petersburg is relatively young (just 300 years old), it has a
rich history. Its name had been changed several times — from Petersburg
to Petrograd, from Petrograd to Leningrad, and then back to Petersburg.
Here, in 1917, the October Socialist Revolution began. And just after
World War 11, in 1945, Leningrad was awarded the title of a Hero City
for heroism of its citizens during the Siege, which had lasted 872
days and was recognized one of the greatest tragedies of this war. Today
Saint Petersburg is renowned for a large number of different kinds of
museums, art galleries, cultural and historical monuments. It has an
internationally recognized status of a cultural center of global
importance. The Siberian city of Novosibirsk ranks third. By historical
standards, it is very young — a trifle over 100 years. Just imagine: for
just one century it has grown from a small town to a city with a million-
plus population. And this is despite a severe Siberian climate! Today
Novosibirsk with its population of over 1.5 million people, due to its
well-developed infrastructure and advantageous geographical position is
often called the capital of Siberia. Indeed, it is a trade, transport,
business, industrial and scientific center of this largest region of Russia.

Tema 7 IlopTper cTouubl Hamei Poaunbl.

As you have probably guessed, Moscow, being the capital of
Russia, ranks first. In all fairness it has to be added that Moscow is not
the largest city in terms of its territory, but it is the most heavily
populated one. The population of Moscow today exceeds 15 million
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people that is more than the population of Finland and Norway together.
Moscow is rather ancient — it was established as early as in 1147.
Throughout its existence its status has been altered several times. It used
to be both a provincial town and the capital city of the country. Moscow
has been almost completely reconstructed a lot of times. It has survived
several major fires, several revolutions and two wars. In 1965 it received
the title of a Hero City for an outstanding heroism of its citizens during
World War Il. And today this megalopolis is a political, business,
scientific, touristic and cultural center of the entire country. By the way,
though Moscow is considered a multinational city, about 90 percent of
its population are the Russians.

Tema 8 MockBa — ctosuua Poccun

Moscow is the capital and the largest city of Russia. More than
twelve million people live and work here. It has an interesting history
and plays a great role in economics and politics of the world. It is an
important touristic center and a huge transportation hub. Moscow can be
also called a city of contrasts: different people live here, there can be
found churches of different faiths, the busy districts are located near the
sleeping areas. Moscow is situated in the center of The East European
plain, between the Oka and the Volga rivers. Its size is more than two
thousand square kilometers, including the territory inside and out of the
Moscow ring road. The Moscow River flows through the city together
with its numerous tributaries. Some of them are hidden into collectors.
There are also several lakes and ponds in Moscow. The climate of
Moscow is moderately continental. It has distinct seasons during the
year. Winter season lasts for about four months. The temperature is from
ten to twenty degrees below zero. The coldest month is February.
Sometimes there are heavy frosts when temperature decreases to 30
degrees below zero. Summer is warm. The periods of very hot
weather are changed by rainy and temperate weather conditions. The
maximum rainfall takes place in summer, when conventional rains are
added to frontal precipitations. Moscow has such a good position on the
world’s map that it is practically free from natural disasters. However,
hail, mild hurricanes and strong thunderstorms sometimes happen here.
Moscow is a green city. It has a lot of parks. National park Elk Island is
among them. Moscow parks provide a great number of recreation zones
that include places for swimming and sunbathing, facilities for sport
activities and entertainments for families with children. Many species of
animals and birds can be found there too. It is possible to feed
squirrels, ducks and pigeons, see a rabbit or a fox.

Tema 8 locronpumeuatesbnoctu Poccnu. Kpemin

The Kremlin is the heart of Moscow. It is the oldest historical and
architectural centre of Moscow.

First it was a wooden fort. Under Dmitry Donskoy the Kremlin
was built of white stone. In 1474 lvan 11l sent a mission to Italy to find
the best architectural and engineering talent available. They brought
back with them Rodolfo Aristotel Fiorovanti of Bologna who was at
once an architect, an engineer, an expert in military fortifications.

The Italians introduced a new concept of the fortress wall, quite
different in character from that of the old Russian whitestone Kremlins.
The walls of Moscow Kremlin were built of red stone.
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The Kremlin consists of 20 towers. Four of them are gate towers,
the most remarkable of them is the Spasskaja Tower.

The Assumption Cathedral in Kremlin was built in 1475-1479. The
Russian Tzars and Emperors were crowned here. The Archangel
Cathedral was the burial place of the Russian Tzars. The Annuciation
Cathedral was erected in 1484. It is famous for the icons painted by
Andrey Rublev and his apprentices.

Ivan the Great Bell Tower, one of the most remarkable structures
of the sixteenth century, rises in the centre of the Kremlin. It unites all
the Kremlin Cathedrals into a majestic ensemble.

On the stone pedestal at the foot of the Bell Tower stands a Tzar-
Bell - the largest bell in the world. Not far from it one can see a Tzar-
Cannon.

Another fine example of Russian architecture is the Faceted
Palace. It was built in 1487-1491.

One of the well-known Kremlin museums is the Armoury
Chamber. It was built in 1851. The famous golden cap of Monomach,
the first Russian imperial crown of Catherin Il, made of guilt silver and
many other precious historical items are exhibited there.

Tema 10 YesioBek u pacTeHue

Plants -grass, flowers and trees -grow everywhere; high in the
mountains, far out in the ocean and in many deserts and polar regions.

There are over 350,000 species of plants. Some are so small, that
we see them only with a microscope; some are very large such as the
giant sequoia trees in California, they are over 100 metres high and
about nine metres wide. Plants are very old living things. Pine-trees live
300-350 years. There are plants in Russia 2,000 years old.

Life is impossible without plants. We breathe the oxygen which
comes from plants, we eat the food which also comes from plants or
from animals that eat plants. Many thousand years ago man built houses
and made useful things from timber which he got from trees. He made
his clothing from plants too.

Plants also give beauty. People like to look at flowers, at fields of
grain, they like to be in the forest.

Man began to change plants about 10,000 years ago, when he began
to grow the first food plants. The first farmers saw that there were good
plants and not so good plants. They sowed the seeds of good plants and
grew new plants from them. In this way man developed the basic food
crops of the world. For example, the Indians developed little ears of wild
corn into large with many grains, which we use today. When Cristopher
Columbus came to the New World the new corn grew over large
territory there.

Tema 11 3oonapku U HAUMOHAJIbHBbIE NAPKH

People made parks in cities many thousand years ago. They always
wanted to come to the park to have some fresh air. But the first city
parks were open only for aristocracy. Now all people in all countries use
parks. Today there is no city without some park for public recreation.

There are different types of parks in the world. Some parks are
very small with only a few trees and flowers. Others - such as Hyde
Park in London or Sokolniky in Moscow - have many square kilometres
of territory.
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There are some parks like countries. They are national parks -
natural territories, where we have great works of nature and places of
special historical interest. The states4 protect organic and inorganic
nature in them: there is not any industry on these territories, people do
not sow crops and do not hunt here. Some people come here to study
natural history and human history, others - for recreation. Almost every
country of the world has its national parks.

The first national park on the Earth was Yellowstone Park in the
USA. Now it is one hundred years old. Everybody knows it for the
world’s concentration of gasers and snow mountains. There are a lot of
trees and grasses in it, which want special soil to grow, and there are
some plants which grow on any soil. Many species of animals in
Yellowstone’s forests live free of danger from man.

In 1948 in Switzerland, not far from Geneve 230 countries
organized “The International Union for Conservation of Nature and
Natural Resources” (IUCN).

Tema 12 PacturesibHbIe (POPMALMHU M UX OKPYKAIOLIasi cpeaa

Many elements make up a plant’s environment. One of the most
important is weather. Sunlight, temperature, rain and snow affect the
growth of plants. From south to north the temperature is progressively
lower; from coastal areas inland moisture is progressively less.

The environment of the plant also includes the soil and the other
plants and animals that live in the same area. All these factors make up
natural formations. Botanists classify the world into five natural plant
formations. A biologist must know them all.

The first formation is the tundra and high mountains. It is a cold,
dry and treeless area that surrounds the Arctic ocean near the North
Pole. The vegetation here is poorer than in other parts of the world. The
plants grow in groups, which protects them from cold and wind.

Southward, with higher moisture and temperature forests grow
across the continent. That is taiga. Forests cover a third of the land here
and consist of both needle leaf and broadleaf trees.

The next formation is open area where we may find many grasses.
They are the most typical plants there. Most of the grasslands (the
steppe) are used for agriculture. Farmers grow there such grains as
barley, oats, wheat, etc. The soil is the richest here.

Still another formation is desert. It covers about a fifth part of the
earth’s land. Some deserts have almost no plant life. They get little rain
and have sandy soils. The temperature there is very high. But some
plants can live in desert regions. They do not grow together and so they
get water and minerals from a large area. To use this area man has to get
water and now man-made canals irrigate some deserts and farmers can
grow there cotton and other crops which require high temperature.

Tropical rain forests - the fifth formation - grow in regions that
have warm, wet weather the year round. Most trees are broadleaf there.
Because of wet weather they never lose all their leaves. They lose only a
few of them at a time. The trees are so thick that little sunlight reaches
the Earth and only plants that require little sunlight can grow on tropical
forest soils.

Plant formations and their environment are natural resources which
man always used and uses now. We must preserve forests, grasslands
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and soil. Thus the knowledge of the ecology of the natural plant for-
mations and their structure becomes very important.

Tema 13 Kummat, pacTutebHOCTD 1 Jieca B CILIA

The United States of America is the world’s fourth largest state. It
consists of three geographic areas: the older 48 states, the state of
Alaska and the state of Hawaii. Three oceans surround the country: the
Pacific Ocean in the West, the Atlantic Ocean in the East and the Arctic
Ocean in the North. Together with the longest chains of mountains
which cross the country from North to South they affect the climate and
the vegetation of the USA. The weather in the east is warm and wet in
the region of Appalachian mountains and it is hot and dry in some of the
western states. The climate in South Arizona and Florida is almost
winterless and in Dakota and Montana the winters are long and very
cold.

The country’s rainfall also differs greatly from place to place. The
northwest coast gets a lot of rain and has moist climate. Most of the area
between the Sierra Nevada and the southern coast of California on the
west gets less than 20 inches of rainfall yearly.

Grassland and scrub dominate in western part of the country, forest
- in eastern. It should be noted, however, that the richest coniferous
forests cover the well-watered Pacific Highlands. The states Wash-
ington, Oregon and northern California give the most resources of
timber in the USA.

The climate of coastal Alaska is warm enough for large coniferous
trees to grow but tundra covers the north of the state and inland parts
away from the river valleys.

In the eastern United States the dominant trees are deciduous, but
you may find very good pine forests here too.

When the first Europeans came to this continent some centuries
ago they found that about half of the present United States territory was
forest-covered, and they had to cut down much forest to get timber for
their houses and some area for agriculture. Now in many cut down areas
much worse tree species grow. Still almost one fourth of the country is
under the forest.

The USA is the leader of the world in the production of hardwoods
(timber of broadleaf trees) and second only to Russia in the production
of softwoods (timber of needle leaf trees).

Tema 14 YesoBek u npupoaa. /lepeso B ropoae

Tree is a very large and very old plant. Man knew trees and used
them long ago. We read about trees in very old legends, Russian and
foreign. Many thousand years ago man thought that there was a tree in
the centre of the earth. Trees make a garden, a park, a forest. Trees are
very important for life and health, because they are the producers of
oxygen. Without trees the ecology of the earth will have no balance.
Trees give timber for our industry, agriculture and our home life.
They protect the fields from wind and keep water and soil in them.
Trees also give protection for animals. Man gets comfort and beauty
from trees. They give harmony to cities, towns and villages.

What is a tree? A tree is a high woody plant. It takes water and
minerals from the soil and transports them to the leaves. Here with the
help of sunlight and carbon dioxide, which man and animals breathe out
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into the air, the tree makes its food.

In cities with their large population and many industries the air is
not good. It is necessary to have many trees in a city to make its air
good for man. But it is difficult for a tree to grow in a city, because it
wants water, soil and light for its life. Water effects the form, growth
and structure of the tree, but it is difficult to give enough wa—ter to the
trees in city streets. Each tree species wants its special soil, but in a city
there are no different soils for each tree. High buildings in the city do
not let trees have enough sunlight.

When man plants trees in the city, he thinks: “Will this or that tree
live in this or that street or in this or that part of the city? Will it be
comfortable for it here?

Tema 15 Muekonuraromiue

Domestication of animals is more than taming. Their habitat is
restricted, protection assured, food supply maintained, and most
important, breeding farm animals is done under human management and
control.

In general animals have been domesticated for the following
purposes: as a source of food, clothing, as assistants used in various
human activities, or as pets.

The usefulness of the animals domesticated may vary. For
instance, European and many other peoples breed cows for obtaining
milk and beef, but the Chinese do not milk cows, and Hindus do not eat
beef.

The origin of domestication is unknown. The dog is likely to be
most widely distributed and variably used domesticated animal. It assists
hunting, draws sledges in Northern parts of Russia and America, a
hairless type is bred for producing food in Mexico and elsewhere, while
the specialized purposes for which dogs have been used are too
numerous to mention.

Cattle are the most important of the animals domesticated by man
and, next to the dog, the most ancient. The family the domesticated
cattle belong to also includes the buffalo, the bison, yak, zebu and some
others. Domestication of cattle has had varying degrees of success, from
half-wild buffaloes to fully domestic animals. Cattle were at first used
and developed as draft animals and suppliers of milk and were usually
used for food only when no longer useful for the purposes mentioned.
Only in very recent times have cattle been raised to be eaten.

Tema 16 ’KuBorHble BpuTanckux ocTpoBoB

Several animal species such as the bear, wolf, and beaver were
exterminated in historic times, but others such as the fallow deer, rabbit,
have been introduced.

More recently birds of prey have suffered at the hands of farmers
protecting their stock and their game birds. Under protective measures,
including a law restricting the collecting of birds eggs, some of the less
birds have been re-establishing themselves.

The country lies along the line of bird migrations, they have found
town gardens, where they are often fed, a favourable environment. In
London about 100 different species are recorded annually. London also
is a favourable habitat for foxes, which in small numbers have colonized
woods and heaths within a few miles of the city centre.
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Freshwater fish are numerous; the char and allied species of the
lakes of Cumbria probably represent an old group related to the trout
that migrated to the sea before the tectonic changes that formed these
lakes cut off their outlet. The marine fishes are abundant in species and
in absolute numbers.

There are few kinds of reptiles and amphibians — about half a
dozen species of each — but they are nearly all plentiful where
conditions suit them. A variety of coastal life creates the favorable
environment for different kinds of invertebrate organisms.

Tema 17. BesimkoOpuranus

The United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland is
situated on the British Isles. The British Isles consist of two large
islands, Great Britain and Ireland, and about five thousand small islands.
Their total area is over 244 000 square kilometres.

The population of the United Kingdom is over 57 million people.
About 80% of the population are urban. There are at least four
nationalities in the country: the English, the Scots, the Welsh and the
Irish. Besides, these nationalities have their own languages.

The United Kingdom is made up of four countries: England,
Wales, Scotland and Northern Ireland. Their capitals are London,
Cardiff, Edinburgh and Belfast respectively. Great Britain consists of
England, Scotland and Wales and does not include Northern Ireland. But
in everyday speech Great Britain is used in the meaning of the United
Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland. The capital of the UK is
London.

The British Isles are separated from the European continent by the
North Sea and the English Channel. The western coast of Great Britain
is washed by the Atlantic Ocean and the Irish Sea.

The surface of the British Isles varies very much. The north of
Scotland is mountainous and is called the Highlands. The south, which
has beautiful valleys and plains, is called the Lowlands. The north and
west of England are mountainous, but the eastern, central and south-
eastern parts of England are vast plains. Mountains are not very high.
There are a lot of rivers in Great Britain; they are not very long, but very
deep and navigable all the year round. The Severn is the longest river,
while the Thames is the deepest and the most important one. The
mountains, the Atlantic Ocean and the warm waters of the Gulf Stream
influence the climate of the British

Isles. It is mild the whole year round.

The United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland is a
constitutional monarchy. This means that Great Britain is governed by
the Parliament and the Queen is Head of State.

The legislative power in the country is exercised by the Parliament.
The British Parliament consists of two chambers: the House of Lords
and the House of Commons. The House of Lords is composed of the
hereditary and life peers and peeresses. The members of the House of
Commons are elected by the people. The House of Commons is the real
governing body of the United Kingdom.

The executive power is exercised by the Prime Minister and his
Cabinet. The government is usually formed by the political party, which
is supported by the majority in the House of Commons. The Prime
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Minister is the majority party leader and is appointed by the Queen. The
Prime Minister chooses a team of ministers; twenty of the ministers are
in the Cabinet.

The second largest party becomes the official opposition with its
own leader and the Shadow Cabinet. The two leading parties in Great
Britain are the Conservative Party (the Tories) and the Labour Party.
The judiciary branch of the government determines common law and is
independent of both the legislative and the executive branches. There is
no written constitution in Great Britain, only precedents and traditions.

Great Britain is a highly developed industrial country. It is known
as one of the largest producers and exporters of machinery, electronics,
textile, aircraft and navigation equipment. One of the chief industries of
the country is shipbuilding. It is also one of the world’s largest importers
of agricultural products. Some 2,4% of Britain’s workforce are engaged
in agriculture. However, because of a high level of productivity Britain
is able to produce nearly two thirds of its food. Britain has to import
cotton, rubber, wool, tobacco, which are all made into manufactured
goods.

The import of raw materials and export of manufactured goods are
the distinguishing features of the British economy.

Tema 18 Cesnbckoe xo3s1iicTBo BesiukoOpuTanuu

British agriculture is noted for its high level of efficiency and
productivity. The number of people engaged in agriculture is about 680
000. Over three-quarters of the land area is used for agriculture, the rest
being mountain, forest or put to urban and other uses.

There are 12 million hectares under crops and grass. Soils are
different, the cool temperate climate and even distribution of rainfall
ensure a long growing season; streams rarely dry up and grassland is
green throughout the year.

The chief agricultural products are wheat, barley, oats, potatoes,
sugar-beet, milk, mutton and lamb.

British livestock breeders have developed many of the cattle, sheep
and pig breeds with word-wide reputation, for example the Hereford
beef breed, the Aberdeen Angus beef breed, the Jersey, Guernsey and
Ayrshire dairy breeds, Large White pigs and a number of sheep breeds.

England, Scotland and Wales are free from many serious animal
diseases. The incidence of bovine tuberculosis is very low, cattle are
tested at regular intervals; those reacting to the test are slaughtered.
Strict controls are exercised import of animals, meat and meat products,
live poultry and other captive birds and poultry meat so as to prevent the
introduction of animal or poultry diseases.

Tema 19 UckyccrBo BetnkoOpurannu

The Arts Council of Great Britain promotes the development and
gives financial help to opera, dance and drama companies, orchestras,
the visual arts, small touring theatres, experimental groups and many
other organizations. A growing source of funds n> sponsorship and
patronage by industry and commerce.

The National Theatre stages classical and modem plays, while the
Royal Shakespeare Company produces plays by Shakespeare and his
contemporaries, as well as modem work.

The Royal Opera, Covent Garden and the English National Opera
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are the main London opera companies. Scotland, Wales and Northern
Ireland have their own companies.

Dance companies include London Festival Ballet, Ballet Rambert,
Scottish Ballet (based in Glasgow), London Contemporary Dance
Theatre and Northern Ballet Theatre (based in Manchester).

The Tate Picture Gallery is another famous museum. It contains
pictures by English masters, a fine collection of Turner and Constable
paintings. But unlike the National Gallery, the pictures of English
masters are matched here by the works of West European classics and
modem artists.

The Tower of London is one of most famous buildings in England.
It is a fortress, a castle, a palace, a safe for Crown Jewels and a prison
now converted into a museum. The Tower was a prison for the greatest
political leaders of the country. Most criminals were criminals only in
the eyes of the government. Sir Thomas More, one of the greatest
scientists of the Renaissance, fost his head there.

Sir Walter Raleigh the famous sea-captain who brought fame to
England, spent more than twelve years there. Lady Jane Grey who was
the Queen of England for several days was also kept here, Only the
ravens of the Tower remind of those dark years. The state donates
several shillings to the museum to feed the birds. The legend says that
Great Britain will keep its might and glory until the ravens leave the
Tower.

Tema 20 Otnomenusi Poccun u Benmkoopurannu

Relations between Russia and England go back to the middle of
the 16-th century.

On August 23rd, 1553, an unknown ship was seen off the White
Sea coast near the mouth of the Northern Dvina. The commander of the
ship “Edward Bonaventura”, Richard Chancellor, went ashore and then
made his way to Moscow as the first English ambassador to Russia.
That ship (Bonaventura meaning luck) was one of the three ships sent to
Northern Russia by the English Trading Company. In 1555 they
founded the Moscovia company, which today is known as a joint-stock
company, trading in hemp and fat, a fact mentioned even by Pushkin in
Eugene Onegin. Richard Chancellor was received by Ivan the Fourth. In
1556 Chancellor returned to England. On board his ship was the first
Russia ambassador to London. This was Osip Nepeya who carried a
letter of introduction to Queen Mary from Ivan the Fourth. In 1557
Chancellor perished during the shipwreck. Queen Elizabeth I, Mary
Tudor’s sister, had the chance to receive Tsar Ivan the Terrible in
London after he proposed to her, but she decided against marrying him.
The first treaty between England and Russia was in 1734.

The British revealed their impeccable taste throughout their
lengthy period of cooperation with Russia. Their goods were always of
excellent quality. The first Kremlin chimes were mounted by a Briton.
Tsar Alexei Mikhailovich’s personal doctor was British, Catherine the
Great was also vaccinated by a British physician. Even the empress
dogs Sir Tom and Duchess were British hounds.

Let is not forget Robinson Crusoe (translated in Russia at the end
of the 18 century, a more 50 years after its publication in Great Britain),
Fielding, Swift, Shakespeare, Lord Byron, Walter Scott, Dickens, Oscar
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Wilde, the list goes on.

However, the British also appreciated Russian culture; works by
Leo Tolstoy, Chekhov, Dostoevsky were published there without any
censorship delays. Hermitage, a world-famous museum in St.
Petersburg contains pictures by English masters Thomas Gainsborough,
Joshua Reynolds, Thomas Lawrence and some others.

One hundred years ago football was introduced to Russia by the
British.

Nicholas Il strikingly resembled his British colleague and cousin
George V.

Tema 21 CTyaeHTHI CeJIbCKOXO03AMCTBEHHBIX M JIECHBIX BY30B

2,000 students of agriculture and forestry get agricultural education
in England and Wales, two main agricultural areas.

In Britain there are three types of agricultural education.

1. County farm institutes for vocational training give one-year
courses.

2. Five agricultural colleges provide two-year diploma courses.

3. The third type of agricultural education is given at universities.

Those who want to become students of agricultural colleges must
usually pass the examination in one of the subjects that has not been
studied at school. The future students have to attend day or evening
classes on that subject.

Besides, they usually must have twelve months of practical work
on farms after finishing secondary school.

Every agricultural college co-operates with some leading farmers
in students’ practical training. Yearly in September all the young men
and girls who want to study at an agricultural college are asked to come
to the college for a three-day conference.

Farmers who co-operate with the college in students’ practical
training are also gathered in the college to discuss all the problems of
students’ training. At this conference various aspects of college life are
discussed. After the conference the future students go to work on the
farms for one year.

Working on the farm every future farmer must have his diary.
Daily the students are to write down in the diaries what is done and seen
on the farm. These diaries are examined before the students begin to
study at the college.

By the end of the year they will have been gathered at the college
again to discuss the results of their precollege training.

Once inside the gates of Kew, any visitor is impressed by the
gardens’ size. Kew extends over 121 hectares and has got hot houses, an
ice house, a pagoda, a palace and all sorts of plants and trees. It only ...
fifteen pence to get in, and if you think that’s ... , well it was one pence
until 1980.

The Gardens date back to 1720 and belonged to George Il and
George Il until given to the state in 1841. It was Sir Joseph Banks,
unofficial director of the gardens in 1772, who sent explorers all over
the world to collect plants and trees for the gardens. ... then, despite its
reputation as a park, Kew’s primary function has been ... botanical
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research.

Tema 23 Ilapku 3a APKTHYECKHM MOJIOCOM. 3200/10YeHHBIE
3eMJIN

Parks and gardens can grow even on poor soils of the Arctic
regions. The people of the Arctic and Alpine Botanical Garden — the
world’s northernmost botanical garden developed - are successfully
implementing a programme for planting trees in a large industrial centre
in the north of our country.

The town parks and gardens beyond the Arctic Circle are not, of
course, as varied as southern gardens. Nevertheless they have both
needle leaf and broadleaf trees. Pines, larches as well as poplars grow
there. Acacias grow there too. There are even roses there.

Tema 24 K.A. TumupsizeB: BaKHOCTb €ro padoor s
0MOJIOTHYEeCKHX HAYK

If we are to become good specialists in agriculture and forestry we
have to know the history of science and men who created it. Kliment
Arkadievich Timiryazev, the founder of the Russian plant physiology
school, is one of them. He was born in 1843 in a big noble family. In
1861 he entered St. Petersburg University where he studied till 1866. He
began his scientific activities in the field of plant physiology when he
was still a student. His teachers were D.l. Mendeleyev, I.M. Sechenov,
I.1. Mechnikov and other well-known scientists. After the university in
1868 he worked in laboratories in Germany and France where he made
a lot of experiments. Coming back to Russia he soon became professor
of plant physiology in the Agricultural and Forestry Academy (now KA.
Timiryazev Agricultural Academy) and in Moscow University. In the
Academy he organized the first plant physiology laboratory in our
country. While making his experiments he practically solved the
problem of photosynthesis, showing that it depended on light intensity
as well as on light quality. He also wrote much on the importance of
chlorophyll for photosynthesis process taking place in all plants on
Earth. This was a great contribution to the theory of organic and non-
organic nature connection.

Another problem at which KA. Timiryazev worked was the effect
of various mineral fertilizers on grain yields. He was studying this
problem for several years on an experimental plot and proved that the
use of phosphates in black soils raised crop yields greatly, but some
fertilizers, e.g. sulphate ammonia may have a harmful effect on plants.
He also discovered that deep ploughing was highly important in the
fight against drought.

Geographically Great Britain consists of Highland Britain and
Lowland Britain. Highland Britain is in the north and in the west. The
agricultural area of England is toward the English Channel and the
Continent of Europe because the soil in many parts of Highland Britain
is thin and poor.

Lowland Britain is a rich area with fertile soil. Most of the farms
are less than 50 acres each. The types of farms are different in
different soil and climatic areas. In the eastern part of Britain most
farms are arable. The farmers grow different crops here. In the western

part of the country most farms are dairy. Small farms in Britain are
usually mixed farms on which farmers both grow crops and keep farm
animals.

Most of Britain is the farming land divided into many fields.

Today the main tendency in agricultural development of this coun-
try is that small traditional farms are gradually disappearing because
they cannot compete with modern big industrial farms.

Britain has a mild climate. The westerly winds from the Atlantic
carry the warmth and moisture of lower latitudes into Britain. The
weather changes with the wind. Winds from different parts of the world
ranging from polar to tropical regions often visit Britain.

The temperature seldom exceeds 32°C or falls below zero. The dri-
est period is from March to June and the wettest months are from
October to January.

Thus farmers work fields all the year round.

The main agricultural products of Britain are wheat, barley, oats,
potatoes, milk and different kinds of meat.

A comparatively high level of agriculture enables Britain to
provide about half of the food from its soil.

Britain usually imports meat, butter, wheat, tea, fruit, tobacco, etc.

There are a few millions of acres of woodland in Great Britain.
The estimated private forests make up about a half of the forest area.

The size of private woodlands ranges from a few acres to many
thousands.

Tema 26 YTunanzauus NpupoAHbIX HCKONAaeMbIX

The problem of rational utilization of natural resources is of
greatest importance all over the world today. There are two main aspects
of the problem: First - all natural resources are to be used more
economically as they are not unlimited, and second - measures are to be
taken to prevent harmful effect of waste products of industrial
enterprises on the environment.

All people in the world are interested in nature preservation as
natural resources are mankind's property. Now, in the period of most
intensive development of industry and agriculture, the programme of
nature conservation is of special importance. According to this
programme, practical measures on rational and economic utilization of
natural resources in different spheres of economy are planned.

One of the means to solve both aspects of the problem is to build
complex enterprises. It means that the production process in the corn
plex must be organized so that waste products of one enterprise could be
utilized and processed by another. On the one hand, it will have great
economic effect, and, on the other hand, will protect air and water from
pollution.

Though complex enterprises require rather big capital investments,
it is better both from economic and ecological point of view to prevent
pollution of the atmosphere than to liquidate its effect. For example, it
has been shown that under the influence of air pollution the yield of
wheat decreases by 40-60%.

When we use natural resources we should be careful not to destroy
the balance of the biosphere in order to preserve nature not only for
people living now, but also for those who will live many thousand years
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after.

To realize measures to be taken for nature conservation, to fulfil
the programme of rational use and reproduction of natural resources,
cooperation of specialists in different spheres of science and practical
activities is necessary.

To solve ecological problems sociologists, biologists, economists,
physicists, biochemists, mathematicians, geologists, agronomists,
foresters, engineers are coordinating their work. That is why some basic
information on ecology is to be part of professional education of
specialists in different spheres of science.

Tema 27 Dxocucrema. IloBenenne MIEKOMUATAOIIMX

An ecosystem consists of a number of living organisms and their
physical environment. The living organisms and their non-living envi-
ronment are interrelated and interact with each other.

There are six major components in an ecosystem:

1. inorganic substances;

2. organic compounds;

3. climate, temperature, wind, light and rain which affect all the
processes in an ecosystem;

4. producers; green plants which are able to manufacture food from
simple inorganic substance in the process known as photosynthesis;

5. consumers. Primary consumers: they obtain their energy from
green plants. But secondary consumers such as dogs and cats feed on
other animals;

6. decomposers, such as bacteria and fungi.1 Bacteria break down
the flesh of dead animals. Fungi break down plant material. Without
decomposers chemical substances would not be able to return to the
physical environment.

The main processes in ecosystems include: 1. food chains, 2.
materials cycles, 3. development and 4. evolution.

Food Chains. The Sun’s energy travels through an ecosystem.
Without the Sun there would be no light, no heat, no energy of any kind.

The proper transfer of energy through an ecosystem by the
producers, the consumers and the decomposers is called a food chain. If
the amount of energy at the end of a food chain did not depend on the
length of the chain each plant would provide a large amount of energy.

Without the proper transfer of energy through an ecosystem the
living organisms and their non-living environment would not interact
with each other.

Materials Cycles. Materials cycles include cycles of nitrogen,
carbon, oxygen, water and mineral salts. Chemical substances move
from the non-living environment to living things. They are then returned
to the environment. There would be no flow of energy from the non-
living organisms to the living organisms without exchanges of materials
between living and non-living.

Development. An ecosystem exists in a state of equilibrium. It can
support a certain number of plants and animals of different species. If
the population of one animal increased, there would not be enough food
and water for all the animals. Consequently, some would die. In this
way the ecosystem regulates itself and returns to its state of equilibrium.
If the ecosystem did not regulate itself, it could not support a certain
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number of plants and animals.
